6. Good teaching is about humor and not taking yourself too seriously.

7. Good teaching about caring, nurturing, and developing minds and talents.
8. Good teaching is supported by strong and visionary leadership.

9. Good teaching is about mentoring between senior and junior faculty, teamwork, and being recognized and promoted by one’s peers.

10. At the end of the day, good teaching is about having fun.
